   DB Navigator 

      Deutsche Bahn is a German railway company and it is one of the largest 

When you travel all around Germany, 

DB is a great option! Also you will be able to use DB trains free (except 

ICE, IC trains) within the North-Rhine Westphalia area. 

        This app might be very useful for you! After choosing a starting point and a 

destination you will receive itinerary information (platform number, train 

number, departure time, possible delays). It also shows the buses and trams 

around your city.

VRR Bus&Bahn App
